KOTOBUKI CREATIVE ACTION is a trial for artists and creators who participate in cultural and art
activities in different field to take active part in Kotobukicho area in Yokohama, one of the
biggest three DOYA (flophouse) towns in Japan.

We are aiming at the activation of the town by bringing the original ideas in the town where
vacancy of DOYA has been recognized and aging of the residents advancing, collaborating with
the residents, and developing varieties of art activities.

KOTOBUKI CREATIVE ACTION is not carried out as a simple exhibition or event holding at the
same time, but it is an accumulation of every single project carrying out regular basis throughout
the year.

Setting a core period every year and holding open events such as art tours and exhibitions of
finished art works, we are planning to keep on working continuously.
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1.Setting up art points (creation of art works set in or themed the town, set up / at any time)
2.Holding art programs (soft program doing collaboration and talk with residents / at any time)
3.Holding art tours (hold events showing finished works of 1,2 to the public / every year)
4.Preparation of bases of activities (prepare the bases of activities and invite people to artists
studios/ at any time)

Sanya in Tokyo, Kamagasaki in Osaka, and Kotobukicho in Yokohama are commonly called the
biggest three DOYA towns in Japan.

Sanya and Kamagasaki are placed at the exit of the old highway and were born in the Edo Era.
On the other hand, Kotobukicho is a new DOYA town (a town where flophouses are gathering)
formed after 1955. Placed at seven minute walking distance from Ishikawacho Station, JR Negishi
line, ten minutes from Kannai Station, there are china town and Motomachi shopping towns
close by.

Originally the town was flourished by lodgings of day laborers, but as the needs of day laborers
decreases, the population of the area declined. Recently, the town is gradually changing to
accepts elderly and recipients of life supporting care.

Kotobuki Alternative Network is aiming for the activation of the town using cultural and art
activities by artists, creators, and producers, and is working to create event spots, bases of their
activities, and networks.
